Sorry to interrupt. We can do a survey, but I don't want to cut into Mike's time any more. I apologize. Mike, why don't you go ahead? I have your web page listed in the browser. Sorry I had a double difficulty getting into the room, but go for it. 



Good afternoon, everybody. I apologize for the inconvenience. Of course the Internet is giving us trouble. Few here in Orlando where I am currently based out of we will be under some tornado warnings. So it is quite intriguing. Thank you for the opportunity to speak here today. I wanted to talk to you a little bit about [ indiscernible ] and our product. We have been in business for about five years, and we want to humanize computers, not computerized humans. And to that effect what we have done is created a suite of software applications that make the computer both easy to use and also we allow people to bring their accessibility with them, a portable fund drive. That portable from job would be known as a U3 stick. I use the term screen reader to to describe our application loosely because frankly we are so much more than just a screen reader. The name of our software is called system access. System access does just that, it allows the computer user to walk up to any computer that they encounter running Windows NT, 2000 Vista, any of these computers and plug in a memory stick and within seconds immediately have access to that system and run software on the system including but not limited to things like Microsoft Office including the outlook, Microsoft word, the Excel and Power Point, Internet explorer. The regular things that you would encounter in the windows, of course, Windows Media player, Real player, the windows calendar under this the. All of these types of applications simply by plugging in a memory stick. It is pretty amazing if you think about it. We are the first adaptive technology that is for the blind that is fully released, not an beta form for windows vista. A lot of folks are using our technology to test and its accessibility and to be able to deploy it. One of the major things that our software does that others do not to or actually that ours does not do that other adaptive technology does do is use something called the video chain or mirror drivers and this is an important thing because most times to be able to use an adaptive technology on a computer you would need to log on with some sort of administrator rights. Well, that is all fine and good when you are using your home computer. Sometimes even when you are using your work computer you are able to log in as the system administrator. However, a lot of administrators of systems, of corporate systems are uncomfortable doing that. But with past adaptive technology is they have had no choice. Video chaining is something that was implemented a while back and is the mirror driver under Windows Vista is the modern-day bridge from the legacy adaptive technology being used by other products on the market versus the current technology, the newer technology being used to access computers. And most importantly the arrow video interface with certain of adaptive technology companies would have you believe it is a bunch of eye candy, but there is so much more to arrow. And we can of course answer any questions in the question and answer session afterward. The other thing that they provide is a system called freedom box. And freedom box is our original product. And freedom box is actually kind of like than AOL for the blind or elderly. There is a combination of e-mail, chat, news, weather, all kinds of information in what we call an [ indiscernible ] scenario which will give people a very simplified way of getting onto the Internet, but really being in a safe place where they cannot make mistakes. They can't really get themselves into trouble, yet they are going to be able to get a lot of that information that they want within minutes instead of hours or weeks, learning how to use three is websites. You can use -- just using the arrow and the tab and shift tab keys and the enter key you can pretty much navigate our entire system access and our entire freedom box community. Basically -- I'm sorry about that. I don't know what happened there. Basically in freedom box we to charge an annual subscription, and it is a -- attached to a couple of other things that we have just introduced recently. There are some remote training and support modules. These allow to actually connect to a Freedom box or system access uses computer and train them remotely and help them -- help them get access to their computer and if there is a problem they can fix it. So the Web services that are provided by the Freedom parks network, if you will, are kind of changing. And they do provide other things like access to your home computer. You can log on to your home computer remotely and have full access to it. So there are quite a few things that you can look at plus right on the web site that you are at now. And there are two other things called remote and since which our help desk solutions and enterprise solutions which I won't go into here. I will be happy to go into them during the question and answer session which I guess we could go ahead and open up and see if there are any questions at this time about things that I have covered. 



Mike, I was going to ask you if you could turn the sensitivity on your mic down a little bit. Your idea is very hot and I am trying to adjust it from the server, but I can only bring it down so much. Maybe you are up to close to the mic. I'm not sure, but we heard you just fine. Give it another shot. 



Is this better? 



Yes, it is. Okay. Did anybody have any questions for Mike? 



Mike, I have a question. On the page we are looking at right now it says that he announced you are Vista ready at the consumer electronics show. Can you tell us what that meant for you and what you had to do to get there. 



We have been working with Microsoft for a little while, but not as long as the other adaptive technology companies. Being that we are a newer technology we really had to do very few under the hood changes to our technology. Really what we have been more concerned with is the way of working certain parts of the new interface. We really kind of pride ourselves on being able to work out of the box. You don't have to put your computer in the classic mode. You don't have to set your folders and this way and that way and set your resolution to this or that. We like for people, especially technicians, to be able to walk up to a brand new Vista this the -- box and plug in and have access. If anyone is planning an upgrading and they install System access on the XP version of their computer before they operate, we speak to them all the way through that upgrade from the XP with no need for narrator or anything else. 



Very cool. And we have a question from Tracy. Have you found schools to be receptive to your tools? I see that you are a federal supplier. So kudos on that, but what are you finding about schools? 



We are starting to gain some traction in the schools. I think that a lot of recognition is coming more now that -- there was a time that you had to have the network and you have to have everything together. Once we separate that out because of course the schools don't want the kids browsing the Internet and using their instant messaging just because it happens to be there. So now that we have separated out system access and put it onto the keys by itself I think that more school systems are looking at it because it is great. Instead of the kid having to go to a resource classroom and go to that special class, now he is able to use conventional computers that are available to any student and just plug in a set of headphones at any classroom and immediately have access. 



Mike, your mic is still extremely hot. And we are trying to record you, and it is not going to work that way. If you could back off of your mic a bit or turn the sensitivity down, it would really be helpful. 



I am about 6 feet away from my microphone. Are we better? 



Yes, you have a sensitive mic there. That is good. You sound better and I don't have to turn my volume down which is good for recording also. I'm sorry to interrupt you. 



Okay. Any other questions? 



No. So why don't you go ahead and finish telling us about the company and what you see as your implications for schools and educators. We have elementary, middle, secondary, higher education people here with us today. 



For education I think that's the line of products is greater because, again, we have accessibility everywhere and you are able to bring about technology with you. We will be adding Braille to our product, and we are also adding a scripting language for those, hopefully, lesser times were serious customization is required. I am hoping that and I am seeing actually quite a bit more standardization through the Microsoft platform of technologies be it office and things like that. There is a lot more standardization and technologies being used in the workplace and education. So the need for the scripting customization, while it is still there, we are hoping it will work itself out in the next few years where things will be a lot more plug and play. Of course Microsoft plays a significant role in that because they are becoming more and more aware of the needs of us blind consumers, and they -- their adaptive Technology Group has been instrumental in working with us and it has been very open to working with us and still is in making Vista for example a better operating system as the years go forward. So for education I just think that really if your accisbility is not able to go in your pocket with you, that is really h indering someone from the air to achieve everything that they can. It does not allow them the same opportunities there said it peers have in allowing their technology to go with them.

By the way, one thing I forgot to mention, I apologize, we do have a full set of course where that has been developed by Dwitt and associates and you are welcome to contact us to find out about that courseware that you can use to deploy our technology whether you are working with the elderly or what students. It really is a simpler way of teaching adaptive technology, and it is a very fast track program that brings people on line within a couple of weeks. A couple of months at the most. 



And is that something that you would have to buy, Mike? The courseware? 



We currently have just gotten its and pressing is being worked on. I know that one of the things we are doing is district licenses and we are also selling it individually, and the individual copies are 100 something dollars for an entire set with the work book and student workbooks and Braille ready templates and all of the different types of things that need to be provided. 



One of our presenters earlier today was walking us through [ indiscernible ], and the special problems that math presents for assistive technology. Do you want to talk to us a little bit about what your product does to read math? 



Really, it does not necessarily apply -- we do not do the math -- I forget what it is, the markup language for math just yet. I think that as we start getting more into Braille later this year I think that math is going to be something that, of course, we are calling to have to address a little bit more, but right now we read what is on the screen and if there is technology or software that is used to work with math, you know, then of course we would read that. I don't think that we've really have done anything in particular for math itself, just for the sake of it being math. 



Math ML is what it is written in. It is just a fascinating new area that is opening up. It is just going to make higher math more available to students with disabilities. Here is another question for you though. What are you doing about Nimus? How are you positioning yourself as a vendor in order to take advantage of NIMS? And I should say what that is, the national instructional material standards that is requiring publishers to provide electronic versions of their textbooks in real time to a repository in a state so that since to need an electronic version of a textbook can have that at the same time or very nearly at the same time as their peers. 



At this point we work with PDF and Microsoft word. We work with both Internet explorer and our own browser. As far as the electronic deliverable as we can certainly read them and have the ability to download those and store them on the key or have a person move them over to their home computer. So as far as the implementation of reading electronic text we certainly have a way of doing that. Are there specific -- are there specific programs that states are using besides, for example, Adobe PDF or word to read these types of documents. 



Well, as participants from different states may know more specifically what their state is doing. What I know is that states are making these decisions now and districts are making these decisions since the standard test went into effect because the publishers are providing the file, the electronic file, but it is not to get ready. It is up to this repository in each state -- I'm sorry, it is up to the designated user of the repository in each state to help get a file that this student ready. And that can be in different formats, of course. Somebody might want it in Braille, some might want it in large text, a PDF. I think we are making the road by walking and figuring this out as we go. So maybe some of the participants have ideas about what their states are doing with NIMS. 



Again, I would like to tell anybody who has a question for me to please feel free to shoot me an e-mail, and of course we can take any questions offline. I am one of these people that would prefer to say, I don't know that just give you some vague answer about something. And these are very specific things that as we get more and more involved with the educational community we are certainly in no way experts at this. I think that it is a very accurate term about making the road by walking. And I certainly can say that we have been guilty of that in many respects, but then again that kind of makes for innovation sometimes. As long as we are all walking down the same road and walking down that road together, but I am available at [ indiscernible ]. Of course the web site is free. You are welcome to take our product for a trial run, 30 days. You can get everything and make your own key and take it around town and see if it plugs into systems okay. Thank you very much for the opportunity to present here today.
